UM obtains these personal data directly from you.

Purposes

The UM processes personal data with the aim of making a selection of persons who will perform work during the Bachelor’s Open Day.
Processing soil

When the UM uses your personal data, this processing is based on a processing ground. A processing ground is the reason why personal data are processed.

The UM processes your personal data on the basis of its execution agreement, being selecting employees for the Bachelor’s Open Day. You always have the right to object by contacting the UM.

Retention period

Your personal data will not be retained by UM any longer than is necessary to achieve the purpose of the processing or to comply with a statutory obligation. After the event, the personal data you entrusted us with, will be deleted within a month.

Recipients of personal data

Within UM, measures have been taken to ensure that only the people who have to process your personal data have access to it. Your personal data will not be shared with third parties, with the exception of the party that allows us to send the registration forms with its software. UM has made written agreements with this party regarding the processing and security of personal data.

Your rights

The privacy legislation gives you a number of rights with regard to your personal data. These rights are briefly mentioned below. In the general statement on www.maastrichtuniversity.nl you will find more information about each of these rights and how you exercise these rights.

You have the right to access, correct and delete your personal data. In addition, you have the right to limit the processing, transfer your data to another party and the right to object when it is processed on the basis of legitimate interest.
